Noting that young people are the most vulnerable group in
many ways, and the growth of recruitment to terrorist and ex-
tremist organizations among young people is increasing, we
propose to use young leaders to fight recruitment, taking into
account the potential of youth and referring to UN Security
Council Resolution 2535 (2020) on Youth, Peace and Security.
On behalf of the youth of the entire Central Asian region, we
call on our states to support the following initiatives:

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My name is Ularkbek Kasymbek Uulu, and I come
from the Kyrgyz Republic. My speech is dedicated to the
COVID-19 pandemic and its consequences.

Until spring 2020, conducting meetings and conferences
online was more of an exception than the norm. But, with
the onset of the pandemic, everything changed. The chang-
es affected all communication spheres.

The world was not ready to confront COVID-19 in the
old format of fighting diseases. Governments and civil so-
ciety were not prepared to handle the epidemic and the
quarantine measures of such magnitude. Unfortunately,
social media became a platform for spreading unscientific
ideas and rumours for instant fame on some shows. Critical
thinking gave way to all sorts of conspiracy theories against
humanity. These theories have resulted in the loss of trust
in vaccination by some citizens and their active promotion
against it.

The statistics show that the highest vaccination rate in
our region is only 40.7%, a figure 30% lower than the level
required for herd immunity.

My name is Sadridin Sadullozoda, and I am from Repub-
lic of Tajikistan.

Our meeting takes place on the eve of International Hu-
man Rights Day, celebrated on December 10 every year, the
day of the adoption of the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights in 1948, also known as the "International Covenant
on Civil and Political Rights." The Declaration's text is the
first global definition of the rights that everyone is entitled
to, including myself and everyone in this room. Translat-
ed into hundreds of languages and dialects worldwide, the
Universal Declaration set a world record in 1999 as the
most translated document in the world.

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights marked a
new era in the history of human rights. Developed by rep-
resentatives from all world regions with diverse legal and
cultural foundations, it first established the need to protect
fundamental human rights worldwide.

All 30 articles of the Declaration relating to young people
to one degree or another. We, young activists from Central
Asia, must help promote human rights in the youth envi-
ronment to cultivate a new generation in our region.

My name is Dilofarid Sherzhonova, I was born and
raised in the Republic of Tajikistan, and today I will ad-

In November of this year, participants of
the Preventive Diplomacy Academy underwent training
on implementing the Strategy for the Integration of People
with Disabilities. As a result, we learned about the Strategy's
history, background, and objectives and that the complete
and comprehensive realization of the human rights of all
persons with disabilities is an integral and inseparable part
of all human rights and fundamental freedoms.

My name is Seitek Arkabaev, and I come from the Kyrgyz
Republic. My presentation is dedicated to engaging youth in
post-pandemic politics in Central Asia.

With such a global issue as the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020,
the world faced it for the first time. At the initial stages of the
worldwide epidemic, efforts to combat the spread of the disease,
quarantine measures, providing medical facilities with all neces-
sary resources, and development of treatment protocols needed to
be stronger. Countries needed to prepare to cope with multi-level
and large-scale tasks. However, the experience of combating the
pandemic accrued rapidly, and necessary drugs and a lifesaving
vaccine emerged.

The youth, among volunteer organizations and individual rep-
resentatives, joined the united struggle against the disease and
assisted those in need. In addition, we participated in aware-
ness-raising activities regarding the necessity of 100% vaccina-
tion of the population, setting an example and conducting ex-
ploratory campaigns.

The pandemic brought not only numerous casualties and
medical problems. In addition, economic, social, and psycholog-
ical traumas to the population are significant. For example, many
young people lost their jobs or part of their income due to em-
ployment cuts.

To prevent possible future pandemics, we, the youth of the
Central Asian region, want to be involved in processes to com-
bat epidemics and address their negative manifestations. Those

ECOLOGY AND CLIMATE CHANGE

My name is Malika Khikmatova, and I represent the youth
of the Republic of Uzbekistan. I would like to address the topic
of ECOLOGY and CLIMATE CHANGE.

We want to live among clean rivers and lakes, consume
clean food, and not be adversely affected by abrupt climate
change. Therefore, the United Nations conducts continuous
and systematic work to identify the consequences of carbon
dioxide emissions and global temperature increases and to de-
velop solutions to this global problem.

The UN’s climate regulatory framework includes the fol-
lowing documents:

o The United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change, 1992;

« The Kyoto Protocol, 1995;

o The Paris Agreement, 2016;

o The Outcome Document of the United
Nations Climate Summit, 2019.

The consequences of unfavourable factors on the environ-
ment have resulted in rapid climate change and an increase
in natural disaster incidents, such as tornadoes, hurricanes,
and typhoons. In addition, changes in the level of the world’s
oceans, their temperature, directions of ocean currents, de-
sertification and transformation of landscapes, and pollution
of the natural environment lead to the extinction of animals
and plants.

My name is Islombek Saburyazov, and I am from the Re-
public of Uzbekistan. The topic of my speech is digital gov-
ernment.

Digital government is a convenient system of state and
municipal services for citizens and businesses, high automa-
tion of interactions with the state, and the creation of unified
access portals. Digitization is a fundamental condition for ef-
fective management in the 21st century without excessively
bloated bureaucracies. Electronic interaction at all levels is
not only a factor of convenience but also a contribution to
natural resource prevention. The need to use tons of paper
has disappeared, which will help preserve the lungs of our
planet - thousands and thousands of hectares of forest - and
directly corresponds to the 15th goal of sustainable develop-
ment adopted by the United Nations General Assembly in
2015.

However, this is just the visible part of the global work
and inevitable pitfalls in creating a comprehensive system for
the digitization of all countries. In 2018, the United Nations
initiated a big expert group work to consider all aspects of
strengthening collaboration among different players - gov-
ernments, international organizations, private sector repre-
sentatives, civil society, scientific and technical communities,
and so-called stakeholders.

The red
thread of the report was the idea of inclusiveness as the lead-
ing principle of digital cooperation development. New flexi-
ble mechanisms will be needed to steer changes in a positive
direction with the acceleration and intensification of societal
transformation, promote the implementation of the UN Sus-
tainable Development Goals by 2030, and minimize (some-
times unforeseen) negative consequences of technological
development.

As young people in Central Asia, we keep up with the
times and interact with government agencies at all levels, as
well as we want to solve urgent problems in the field of creat-
ing a digital (electronic) government, namely:

« expand national primary and secondary school
educational programs for mastering digital skills;

« organize hackathons in the format of case cham-
pionships in Central Asia to implement new IT in-
dustry projects;

« participate in improving the regulatory frame-
work to eliminate legal gaps and barriers to the de-
velopment of the ICT field;

o establish cooperation between government
agencies and IT activists and volunteers. For ex-
ample, the Ministry of Education of Central Asian
countries with young programmers can implement
the Canvas electronic education platform in school
and student programs.

I am Abdyleziz Saryyev from Turkmenistan. The mes-
sage I would like to present today is dedicated to human
rights.

Respect for human rights is a fundamental criterion for
civil society development, the key to any country’s success-
ful economic and legal foundation. Progress is only ob-
served in countries where the rule of law is paramount, and
human rights are respected. And I can confidently say that
all the people here live in countries in the Central Asian
region where human rights are honoured at the legislative
level.

For the first time, human rights became an inalienable
heritage of all people without distinction based on race,
skin colour, gender, language, religion, national or social
origin, or any other criteria with the adoption of the UN
Charter and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights in
1945 and 1948. The Declaration adopted in 1948 became
the foundation on which international treaties on human
rights with mandatory legal force are based.

The Preventive Diplomacy Academy has also become a
knowledge carrier of human rights and freedoms, where
we studied universal human rights and the mechanisms
that protect their observance. After a year of training at the

UN DISABILITY INCLUSION STRATEGY

My name is Servi Nuryyeva, and I am from Turkmeni-
stan. My message is dedicated to the “UN Disability Inclu-
sion Strategy”

Why is it so necessary to work towards building a so-
cietal system in which people with disabilities do not feel
discriminated against? People with disabilities are consid-
ered a vulnerable group not only due to their physiological
characteristics but also because of their perception of them-
selves as incomplete and unequal individuals. Overcoming
this extensive problem, including psychological situations,
is one of the most critical tasks of a social community.

With the implementation of the Strategy in 2019, the ef-
forts of the UN to involve persons with disabilities in all
aspects of public life are now under a comprehensive strate-
gy, based on the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.
The motto of this Agenda is “leave no one behind,” includ-
ing the obligation to recognize the dignity of every person.

Multilateral training at the UNRCCA Preventive Diplomacy
Academy helped refine my analytical skills, allowing me to con-
fidently and professionally navigate complex geopolitical land-
scapes. In-depth study and practical exercises covered many
topics. For example, the topic of mediation techniques and ne-
gotiation strategies develops a critical perspective on identifying
potential conflicts before they escalate.

With new skills gained, I successfully applied the concepts of
preventive diplomacy to real-life scenarios and achieved remark-
able success. At the Peace Forum in Pyeongchang, Republic of
Korea, I was recognized as a laureate of the Youth Peace Prize.
I have been invited to numerous international forums where I
have had the opportunity to speak on behalf of my generation.
For example, at the Ministerial Conference on Demographic Sus-
tainability, I presented the proposals and needs of the youth of
Central Asia. I later continued to put my activist stance into ac-
tion through my candidacy as a Young SDG Ambassador selected
and endorsed by the Government of Turkmenistan and the UN.

Thanks to the training at the Academy of Preventive Diplo-
macy from the UN Regional Center for Preventive Diplomacy
for Central Asia, I was able to get acquainted with fundamen-
tal knowledge in psychology, politics, religious education, youth
work, preventive diplomacy, and negotiations.

All these skills were helpful to me during advocacy in my com-
munity. Having researched and analysed a problematic situation
that violated children’s rights, my team and I have achieved severe
changes in our hometown of Karaganda. Thanks to us, the local
government allocated funds from the budget so that all minors
could use public transport for free. The subsequent success was
working with the Ministry of Education at the level of the whole
country. The result of our extensive information campaign on so-
cial networks and official appeals addressed to the minister was
the return of the date of the last call on May 25, so our team de-
fended the opinion of schoolchildren for six months.

Constructive dialogue reasoned speech, and a respectful atti-
tude to the interlocutor, which I adopted during training, became
the foundation of our approach to working with the state and
subsequent social innovations.
