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Abstract

Germany is the country with the highest degree of aging in Europe, second only to Japan in the
global context. As the main way for elderly people in Germany to learn, elderly education has be-
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come one of the important ways for them to participate in social activities. In the mid-to-late 20th
century, German elderly education experienced three stages: gestation, initiation, and develop-
ment. Today, diversification has become a significant feature of German elderly education models,
mainly reflected in five aspects: educational forms, curriculum settings, educational concepts, teacher
teams, and funding sources. This article starts from the historical background, development process,
characteristics and influencing factors of German elderly education, and draws inspiration from
the diversified model of German elderly education for China.
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
