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Summary
Introduction:
Attention to early childhood is considered one of the most important

criteria by which nations and peoples attend. It is an important stage in a
person’s life. This stage is also the crucial formative period of a child’s
life, because it is where the first seeds of the personality that crystallize
and their features appear in the future of the child’s life, Kindergarten is
the second social institution after the family that plays an important role
in creating opportunities and providing learning experiences for the child,
so he acquires concepts and masteres skills through the various and
different daily activities offered by a kindergarten teacher, and the
educational process in them is based on the child being a caring and
beneficial For the rules, The child, if the appropriate conditions are
created for him to play a specific role in the group, then he will have a
sense of social responsibility, as social responsibility has become an
important pillar of modern education, given that the child’s acquisition of
it enters into the fabric of what are the trends, and the performances and
behaviors in the situations Different social, which is reflected on relations
with others, in the light of contemporary local and global changes that
take place around us.

Research problem:
The idea of the current research is due to the researcher's

observation of the behavior of children during her work as a kindergarten
teacher, where she noticed that there are some inappropriate behaviors
issued by some children and these behaviors such as: (Do not ask
permission before using the belongings of others, not to knock on the
door before entering the hall and upon his return from The bathroom,
writes on the table or wall walls), and by reference to the National
Standards for Kindergarten Egypt (2008) and by reviewing the indicators
for developing the elements of social responsibility represented in
(participation - interest - etiquette - self-reliance) The researcher explains
that there is a gap between the indicators of the standards document and
the activities that the teachers perform in daily activities that develop
these skills. To confirm what the researcher
observed, she conducted a survey study on a number of kindergartens,
which amounted to 8, and a number of 50 kindergarten teachers from



Damietta Governorate, and their experience is more than 3 years, and by
asking them about the elements of social responsibility that you develop
with the kindergarten child through the daily activities provided to the
child, the result was as follows: That 60% of the teachers are not
interested in developing social concepts, especially the elements of
responsibility such as (self-reliance - interest - participation - etiquette),
while 40% of the teachers develop these elements.

In light of the above, the research problem crystallizes in the
following main question:

What is the role of kindergartens in developing social responsibility
in Damietta governorate among the kindergarten child in light of the
changes?

From this main question the following sub-questions arise:

1- What is the conceptual framework of social responsibility for a
Kindergarten child?

2- What are the contemporary variables that call for the need to
develop social responsibility in kindergarten children?

3- What is the current reality of the role of kindergartens
(kindergarten teachers - kindergarten administration - curriculum)
in developing the social responsibility of the kindergarten child in
Damietta governorate?

4- What are the obstacles that prevent the development of social
responsibility among kindergarten children in Damietta
governorate?

5- What is the proposed vision for activating the role of kindergarten
in developing the social responsibility of kindergarten children in
light of contemporary changes in Damietta governorate?

2- He drew the attention of those in charge of early childhood to the
importance of developing social responsibility as one of the entry points
to confront contemporary changes in Egypt in general and Damietta
Governorate in particular.

3 - Multiple beneficiaries from the results of this research, whether they
are kindergarten children and educators or those in charge of this stage,



and the research centers concerned with child education in Egypt in
general and Damietta Governorate in particular.

4-Monitor the obstacles that prevent the development of social
responsibility and provide practical solutions to it.

Research method :

The descriptive analytical, including the elements of description,
analysis, and interpretation, is the most appropriate approach to current
research as it presents what is social responsibility, and the most
important variables of the age that invite us to take care of that
responsibility and monitors the most important difficulties that may
prevent kindergartens in their role in developing social responsibility,
leading to a proposed conceptualization of the role Kindergarten in the
development of social responsibility of the kindergarten child in light of
these variables.

Society and the research sample:

A representative sample of the indigenous community in Damietta
Governorate, consisting of (130) individuals, randomly selected,
distributed by (98) kindergarten teachers, (21) kindergarten teachers, and

(11) interested in the field of childhood.

Search tool:

To verify the research objectives, the researcher designed a
questionnaire consisting of (4) main axes: (the reality of the role of a
kindergarten teacher in developing social responsibility for the
kindergarten child, the reality of the role of the kindergarten
administration in developing social responsibility for the kindergarten
child, the reality of the role of the kindergarten curriculum in developing
responsibility Social in a kindergarten child, the most important
requirements that a kindergarten must meet to develop social
responsibility in a kindergarten child), using the triple Likert scale
(always - sometimes - rarely) in  judging  responses.

Statistical methods used :

All data and responses were entered into the computer by the Statistical
Package for Social Sciences (SPSS 25) where the data was processed and
analyzed, and the researcher used the following statistical methods to suit
them with the research objectives:

1- Pearson correlation coefficient for calculating the validity of the
questionnaire.

2- Alpha Cronbach coefficient to calculate the stability of the
questionnaire.

3- Repetition and relative weight.



4- The mean and the standard deviation.
5-Ka2 test to describe and analyze the opinions of the individuals in the
research sample, according to a three-step scale.

The results of the research reached a set of factors that transform
kindergarten to carry out its educational role in developing social
responsibility of the kindergarten child in light of contemporary
variables, including:

- The little reward for the teacher when he collaborates with his
colleagues.

-Insufficient teacher training for the child to wear his own clothes.
Kindergarten inability to provide material capabilities to develop -
activities that enhance the child's responsibility, such as providing
materials to make educational methods for activities and improving their
quality).

- Kindergarten lack of interest in allocating programs to care for children
with special needs (such as talented care - integration cases).

- Kindergarten lack of interest in applying the principle of benefiting
from ideas and practices that help in developing its educational role and
problem solving.

- The kindergarten's lack of interest in employing its website to provide
extension and development services to the local community to enhance
the values of social responsibility.

- The poverty of employing educational aids for class activities to
develop life skills.

- The curriculum's lack of use of the environment and available resources
to support the social development of children.

In light of the results of the current research, the researcher
recommended the following:

- Taking modern global educational trends when building programs to
prepare kindergarten teachers to play their role in immunizing children
against the manifestations of terrorism in light of the spread of
contemporary technology and its applications.

- The necessity for the kindergarten teacher to play the roles that
emphasize the behavior of social responsibility in front of children so that
children can simulate the behavior of the teacher.

- Developing a feeling among children of family affiliation, kindergarten
affiliation, and then community affiliation in light of the values affirmed
by the true Islamic religion.



- Working to develop Islamic awareness among our children, instill
Islamic principles in them, and teach them the values of Islamic
civilization, love and loyalty to the Arab and Islamic nation.

- Attention to raising children and all institutions bear their
responsibilities (family - kindergarten - school - mosque - media -
institutions and other state agencies) towards developing social
responsibility of children.
